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The Fourth Day Witness

Overview

The Fourth Day Witness(es) are the final speakers for the weekend.  Their witness continues the expansion of the community beyond those present for the weekend.  As the name implies, they are to testify to the efficacy of the truths discussed on the weekend.  These talks should be brief, certainly not more that ten minutes total.  They should be sincere.  And they should be enthusiastic.  The talks should be addressed to the new Pilgrims, not to the audience.  The lay witness should speak from the heart.  The outline includes points to be covered.  Individual style may dictate that the order be changed.

Objectives:

· To confirm that the importance of this movement is not found in the events of the weekend, but rather in the living of the Fourth Day – the rest of your life.

· To acknowledge that people have a variety of experiences of the weekend.  Some have mountaintop experiences and others have been miserable.

· To provide a personal witness of the importance of the Reunion Group.  This should encourage and invite the new Pilgrims to seek that experience upon their return home.

· To invite participation by the new Pilgrims in all aspects of the Pilgrimage – team service, sponsorship, participation in serenades and attendance at Ultreyas.
