"Meditations on the Cross” fits nicely into the evening worship on Thursday evening if you use the In Remembrance Video.

MEDITATIONS ON THE CROSS

(Light eleven candles in the cross. During the reading, candles will be extinguished one at a time. Alternate rows as the candles are extinguished so that the center candle is the one that burns by itself at the end of the reading. ***Indicates when a candle is to be extinguished.)

L:  Our Redeemer suffered death, was buried and rose again for our sake. With 


love let us adore him, aware of our needs.


Christ our teacher, for us you were obedient, even to death:

R:  Teach us to obey God’s will in all things.

L:  Christ our life, by dying on the cross you destroyed the power of evil and death:

R:  Enable us to die with you, and to rise with you in glory.

L:  Christ our strength, you were despised, and humiliated as a condemned    


criminal:

R:  Teach us the humility by which you saved the world.

L:  Christ our salvation, you gave your life out of love for us: 

R:  Help us to love one another.

L:  Lord, you are lifted up, and we bow before your cross to receive your blessings:


“Father, forgive them—they know not what they do.”

R:  We are humbled by your forgiveness.

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L:  “Today you will be with me in paradise.”

R:  We are awed by your promise.

L:  “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?”

R:  Stay with us, God, that we may stand by all in need.

L:  “I am thirsty.”

R:  Make us generous to share with those who hunger and thirst.

L:  “It is finished.”

R:  Complete your work in us, and use us according to your will.

L:  “Father, into your hands I commend my spirit.”

R:  We give ourselves to you in trust and peace.

L:  Christ our Savior, on the cross you embraced all time with your outstretched


arms:

R:  Gather all the scattered children of God into your realm.
