God’s Grace is the Organizing Principle of the Weekend

Thursday
Theme—“Who Am I?”

Meditation—“Know Yourself.”

Silence—Meditative introspection.

Friday
Theme—“Grace Revealed.”

Meditation—“Prodigal Son.”

Ideals—Christians live out their lives in pursuit of prayerfully identified ideals.

Grace Given—God’s gift to us is grace.

Laity—Christians are God’s instruments in the world.

Grace Received—Our task is to respond to God’s gift.  

Palanca is introduced—small gifts of grace (levers) that help us make our response.

Prayer Banner is unfurled—a tangible sign of God’s overflowing grace.

Piety—Christians live life in attentiveness to God.

DeCuria—Pilgrims outwardly share the messages God has given them during the day.

Saturday
Theme—“New Life in Grace.”

Meditation—“Who is Jesus?”

Study—A life in grace is enlightened through life-long learning.

Sacraments—A life in grace is punctuated by outward signs of faith.

Chapel Visits—Pilgrims privately share prayer with their developing table community.

Christian Action—Christians carry God’s love into the world.

Obstacles to Grace—Ultimately, we are our own biggest obstacle to receiving God’s grace.

Leaders—God has uniquely positioned each of us to influence our environment.

Service of Wholeness—Pilgrims are invited to ask for and receive God’s grace.

Serenade—Pilgrims experience God’s overflowing grace.

DeCuria— Pilgrims outwardly share the messages God has given them during the day.

Sunday
Theme—“Sharing Grace with the World.”

Meditation—“Christ’s Message to the Pilgrims.”

Environment—God calls us to influence our environment.

Life in Grace—We maintain our attentiveness to God through regular spiritual activity.

Service Cards are introduced—Pilgrims record how they will maintain their attentiveness.

Reunion Groups are encouraged—Community reinforces attentiveness.

Christian Community—Christians live and work together as the body of Christ.

Total Security in the Fourth Day—Pilgrimage is not the end but the beginning of a new life.

Dedication of Service Cards—Commit yourself to a new life in grace.

Clausura—Welcome to your new life in grace; go forth and carry God’s Grace into the world. 
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
